**Hi Point Championship Awards Presentations for each height division**
Class Descriptions

Clear round: Riders will jump a course of fences as posted, not against the clock but with a time allowed. Ribbons will be awarded at the gate for all clear rounds.

Power and Speed: Riders will jump the first portion of the course not against the clock but with a time allowed. If they are clear on the first portion they continue immediately on to the second part of the course, which is against the clock

Medal: The medal class is an equitation class judged in two parts; the first part is over a course of 8 –10 fences. After the jumping portion the top 6-12 riders will be called back to ride the second portion which is run as a flat equitation class.

Gambler: The course consists of 10 fences, a Joker fence and the Gambler fence. Riders must complete the whole course as presented in the course plan. Each fence is allotted points. The rider accumulates points for each fence cleared, fences knocked down have 0 points. Refusals carry 0 points, however precious time is wasted re attempting the fence. Once the first round is completed the rider may chose to jump the joker fence which carries 50 points but 50 points will be deducted if they have a refusal or if the joker is knocked down They may then re-jump as many fences as they can in the time left accumulating the allotted points for each fence.. No fence that has been knocked down can be re-jumped. All fence MUST be jumped in the direction flagged, if they jumped the Joker in the first round they may re jump the joker as often as they like, however they MUST jump at least 2 fences in between each attempt at the joker. Once the whistle blows indicating that their time is up they may attempt the Gambler fence. If they successfully jump the Gambler their score will be doubled, however if the horse refuses or the Gambler is knocked down their points will be reduced by half. 

Both the Joker fence and the Gambler fence are optional

If a rider has not completed the whole course before the whistle blows they may still attempt to double the score that they have by jumping the Gambler.

These should be fun classes, don’t worry if you do not have teams for the team competitions when you send in the entry; we will make up teams on the day.

Table A: Riders will jump a course of fences as a clear round. If they are clear in the first round they continue to a jump off round, which is against the clock.

Team Chase. This class is run as a Table C knockdowns are penalized by adding 5 seconds to the total time taken to complete the round. The course consists of 12 fences, 4 at 2’3”, 4 at 2’6” & 4 at 2’9”.

Teams are made up of 3 riders. One rider jumps the 4 fences set at 2’3”, the next rider immediately jumps the next 4 fences at 2’6”, the last rider then jumps the last 4 fences at 2’9”. The first rider immediately starts again at 2’3”, followed by the rider at 2’6” followed by the last rider at 2’9” If a rider has 2 refusals at a fence they may move on to the next fence but they will have an extra 10 seconds added to their time.

(If a fence is knocked down through a refusal the whistle will blow, the clock will be stopped and the fence will be rebuilt, the whistle will then be blown again to signal the rider to continue. The clock will be restarted at the time the whistle is blown. 5 seconds will be added to the time.) The team with the fastest time wins.

Horses may compete only once in this class, riders may enter on a second team with a different horse.

Pony Club Members must wear at all times; their number, pony club pin with disk and medical arm band.

It is strictly forbidden to allow anyone who not competing in the show and not a member of Pony Club or AEF to ride, or even sit on a horse; to do so will incur elimination from the competition.
