GENERAL RULES AND INFORMATION

The management reserves the right to decide any point not covered in the rules and
to correct any error or make any alterations that may be necessary in the prize list.
The management reserves the right to cancel or combine any class not filled to sat-
isfaction; whereupon exhibitors will be notified as soon as possible after close of
entries.

Inhumane treat of a horse will not be tolerated. Violation of this rule at the discretion
of the organization committee, will result in disqualification and forfeiture of fees.
ALL RIDERS anywhere on the competition ground MUST wear protective headgear
secured with a safety harness affixed to the helmet. Harnesses must be secured and
properly fitted. It is required that the protective headgear meets the ASTM standard
and display the SEI, or equivalent seal.

Any exhibitor using a wrong number, or having no number, may be excused or dis-
qualified from the class, at the judge’s discretion.

Exhibitors are warned that any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the officials on
the part of the owner, handler or rider, will disqualify the horse, and result in forfei-
ture of entry fees for subsequent classes. Management reserves the right to remove
a groom, handler / rider and/or horse from the show, without being liable for compen-
sation.

No judge shall be approached with regard to any decision during the time he is judg-
ing or is about to judge. Penalty will be disqualification from the show in its entirety.
The medical aid fee covers the cost of the medical aid personnel on site. The fee
does not cover personal expenses incurred by the injured party in the event of an
injury.

Horses shall be allowed to compete Hors Concours with permission from the orga-
nizing committee but are subject to the same scoring rules as a regular entry with
respect to falls, elimination etc. Such entries are not judged and are not eligible for
the jump off. A horse or pony that has competed Hors Concours is not allowed to
compete in the same ring on the same day. Hors Concours entries will follow the
last regular entry in the class.

No person other than officials, staff on duty, and the judges of the classes may enter
the competition rings without permission of the tournament management. Competi-
tors are allowed in the competition rings only when competing, when the course is
open for walking or during scheduled schooling rounds.

All entry forms must be signed by the entrant, or in the case of juniors, by a parent or
legal guardian. No numbers will be released without a signature.

The jumper divisions will follow the “old” CEF jumper rules of 3 refusals before elimi-
nation.

Juniors may not ride stallions.

ENTRIES

Payment must be made in full including GST. An entry is not considered complete
until payment is received. Please make cheques payable to Skorrybrook Farm. A
fee of $ 30.00 will be charged for any NSF cheques.

Entry forms must be signed. A Parent/legal guardian must sign for juniors. A train-
ers signature is not valid. No numbers will be released without the required signa-
tures.

Late entries may be accepted up to the date of the show, subject to the approval of
the show management and will be subject to a late fee of $ 25.00. Entries post
marked after June 30th are considered to be Late Entries.

In the event of disability of a horse, 75% of entry fees will be refunded upon presen-
tation of a veterinary certificate before the show commences. No refunds after the
commencement of the first class of the show. Stabling, medical aid, and or ad-
ministration fees are non-refundable. Non-veterinarian scratches will not be re-
funded. Substitutions will be permitted, prior to the start of the show, for a fee of
$25.00.

Proof of AEF membership must be accompany the entry.

Horses cannot be entered in more than two jumper divisions that must be consecu-
tive (ie 18” and 2’ but not 18” and 2'6”)
