Rules and Regulations

1.  Open to bona fide Pony Club members, run in accordance with Canadian Pony Club. rules.  It is the responsibility of members to familiarize themselves with these rules.
a.  Boots with a heel and ASTM/SEI or the British BSI- approved hard-hat are compulsory while mounted anywhere on the show grounds.  If rider loses his headgear he/she must retrieve it before continuing.   Assistance in this regard will not result in elimination, only loss of time.


b.  Flat classes:  English Equitation/Pleasure


            i) Martingales not permitted.


           ii) No boots or bandages.


          iii) No whips exceeding 30 in.


          iv) Crops and spurs optional.


           v) Drop-nose bands are permitted.

NOTE:  All jumping classes – Safety stirrups must be used if saddle does not have a stirrup release bar.


c. Hunter Classes Over Fences:

i) Tack will be as per Section G of the Canadian Pony Club Show Jumping Rules & Regulations with the following exceptions:
Only regular cavessons with snaffles, pelhams, double bridles or kimberwicks are permissable.   Pelham converters allowed.  


 ii) Normally tendon, ankle and bell boots are not permitted in hunter

 classes. They may be allowed if the weather is bad. 

 iii) The bridle must be entirely of leather.
iv) Standing/running Martingales optional. Rein stoppers must be used with Running Martingales.
 v) Whips not exceeding 30 in. nor weighted at the end.


d. Hunter classes over fences to be ridden at a canter.

e. Medal Classes:



  i) Tack regulations as per CPC Rules, Section G.
ii) Drop or flash nosebands will be permitted in all portions of the medal division.



iii) Snaffles, pelhams, kimberwicks, and full bridles allowed.



 iv) Running/standing martingales permitted.



  v) Boots and colored bandages permitted.



 vi) Spurs/whip acceptable, not to exceed 30 in.



vii) No change of tack is permitted in Medal Classes between 



      Over Fences and On the Flat sections. 

2. The committee reserves the right to split, combine or cancel classes, amend or

    make other necessary alterations.

    The committee reserves the right to refuse any entry.

3. Entrants are responsible for any errors on their entry forms. No entry refund

    except with veterinary or doctor's certificates, or if class is cancelled.

4. Strathcona Pony Club accepts no responsibility for loss, injury, or damage to persons

    or property. Entrants must ride at their own risk.

5. No cross entries of horse and rider combination between levels. Neither horse nor rider may compete more than once in a class.

a.  Pony Club members who do not test each year will be required to enter the 
     division most representative of their regular riding level.

6. Unruly horses or riders may be asked to leave the show area.

7. Entry fees:  $6.00 per class if received by Friday, August 11, 2006.  A deposit of $10.00 per number, (please pay by separate cheque,) will be refunded upon return of number.

8. Entries close Friday, August 11, 2006.  Late entries will be accepted ONLY before 
8:00 am the day of the show at Fultonvale Equestrian Centre for $6.00 per class plus a $15.00 late entry fee.  Late Entry Fee Strictly Enforced.
    Registration Desk closes at noon - no changes after this time.

9. High point "D" will be determined by results of the following classes:


- Class 1, 2, 3, plus 6, 6, or 7, plus 10, 11 or 12, (Open only to "D2" and under 
riders.)
10. High Point "C" will be determined by results of the following classes:

- Class 4,  Class 5,  plus one of 18, 19 or 20. (High Point “C” open only to "C, C1  & C2" riders.)
11. All judges' decisions are final.

12. Concession stands on grounds.

13. Please park in marked areas only.

14. Please clean up after your horse and yourselves.

15. Medical armbands MUST BE worn on arm at all times while mounted.
16. All Dogs  MUST BE on a LEASH at all times.

Class 18 LEVEL "C"
Fences to 2'6". One round only. In the event of clear rounds, time to be deciding factor.

Class 19 LEVEL"C1

Fences to  2’9". One round only. In the event of clear rounds, time to be deciding factor.

Class 20 LEVEL "C2" 

Fences to  3’". One round only. In the event of clear rounds, time to be deciding factor.
Class 21 JUMPER-TABLE ‘C’ (Power & Speed)
First half of course to be jumped clear, second half of course to be jumped against the clock. Fences no higher than 3'3”.
